Talk About It:

Then talk about it:

Start a notebook with a list of 10 things that you are grateful to God for – your family, 
Jesus, grass to play soccer on, creative ability to draw beautiful pictures, anything you 
can think of! Try to remember each morning to go into your notebook and add 3-5 
more things each day. Try to think of new things each time! The more we have an 
attitude of gratitude for what we have, the more likely we are to give of what we have 
to God and others.
