Read Matthew 3:16-17. Draw a picture of what you think it looked like when Jesus was 
baptized by John. Close your eyes and imagine what it would have been like to see the Spirit 
of God descend from Heaven like a dove or hear the voice of God speaking from Heaven.

• Did John call the people to repent of their sin, or could they do whatever they 
wanted as long as they dunked themselves in the water of the Jordan River?

• Who was John telling the people to believe in?
• What did John say Jesus would “baptize” the people with?

The Bible tells us that the Holy Spirit descended on Jesus “like a dove”. Get a plain 
square piece of white paper and follow the instructions in this short video to make an 
origami dove to remind you that we too receive the Holy Spirit when we become a child 
of God!
